o If the goal was set using current grade level 
expectations at or above the 25th percentile, the student 
will be reintegrated back into the core and strategically 
monitored. 

 If 4 consecutive AIMSweb R-CBM progress monitoring points are 
below the aim line, then a change in intervention needs to occur 
(i.e. change in instructional strategies—see ICEL, change to goal, or 
change to Tier III intervention) and should be documented via an 
intervention line. 

o If the student is being progress monitored two or more 
grade levels below their current grade and is not making 
progress, consider changing to Tier III intervention.
